Conditions

1. |If the front windows (referenced as W7-W11) were not legally permitted with a building permit
approval, obtain a building permit to remove the glass with internal grids and replace with clear glass or
install external grids. The changes to the front windows shall match the style of the new windows on the
addition. The new windows shall be recessed within a wood frame opening with a wood sill
underneath. Window frames (dimensions and size) should be consistent with existing.

2. Mimic the window detail reflected on the existing windows W10 and W11, which includes a wood sill
that wraps at the corner for the new windows referenced as W1 on the floor plan.

3. Consider extending the deck outside the dining area, thereby making it more usable. Eliminate the
railing and use large steps to enhance the view from dining area.

4. Clearly identify the trash area location on the site plan.

Analysis

Site Planning: The addition is appropriately located on the site. The existing site conditions will be maintained and is,
therefore, consistent with the general neighborhood pattern.

Mass and Scale: In summary, the overall mass and scale of the building will not significantly change. As previously
indicated, the project will maintain its existing height and setback. While the size of the building will increase, it is
appropriate in relation to the general neighborhood.

Building Design and Detailing: In summary, the proposed materials for the addition are compatible with the
existing. The existing architecture is still being preserved, which is consistent with the overall neighborhood
character.
