How is my Sewer Rate Calculated?

On your GWP bill you will see a charge labeled “Sewer Operating
Costs”. These costs are made up of two parts, the first is a flat
sewer fee of $2.30 per month that is paid by every GWP customer
with an electric meter. The second part is based on your winter water usage in either February or
March and multiplied by the rate in effect at the time. The current rate is $0.97 per HCF (for single family) and $1.31
(for multi-family buildings). Adjusted annually, this rate becomes effective each July 1 and is applied until the new
rate is determined the next year. Your current sewer operating costs are calculated as follows:

$0.97 x winter water usage (HCF) + $2.30 per month = Sewer Operating Costs

Water-Saving Landscape Classes Begin Again
After the unusually large amount of rain and snow Southern California received during the last two months, it is sometimes

difficult to remember that dry years are not a phenomenon in California, they are actually the norm, and periodically come in
pairs, or threes, or fours. Of necessity, the wise use of water here
in Southern California must become a “way of life”. Because
of this, more and more water customers are becoming interested
in converting their water guzzling landscapes to low-water-use
gardens.

& Power, in partnership with Pasadena and Burbank Water
Departments and Crescenta Valley Water District, is offering free
Saturday morning landscape classes, highlighting the “how to’s
of water-saving landscapes”.

• How to keep your existing landscapes green and living

during a mandatory water reduction.
• Step by step tips on how to plan and grow a water-wise

garden.
• How to design/redesign your landscape for water use

reduction;
• How to reduce your turf area and what you can use to

replace your lawn;
• Information on California-friendly low-water use plants.

It’s our goal to make certain our electric infrastructure remains reliable and dependable. However, severe weather, wind and
heavy rains can cause electrical equipment problems and outages. With these challenges, it’s crucial to keep Glendale homes and
businesses energized. The Glorietta Park Substation Reconstruction project due for completion in May, 2011, increases reliability
to the northern portion of Glendale and provides back up to three
other neighboring substations. Additionally, if power is lost at one
facility, these substations including Glorietta, will backup each other.

What you may not know is that rebuilding the Glorietta Substation
meant completely dismantling the structure. We removed every
piece of equipment and recycled the copper and wiring. Then put
into place three new transformers, high voltage circuit breakers and
new state of the art devices to monitor and control the electric services
into the area.

The project upgrades the existing Glorietta
substation from a 34kV to a 69kV, increasing
GWP’s ability to meet our customer’s needs.

Smart Meter
Installations
Are Underway

In December 2010, Glendale Water
& Power (GWP) began full-scale
deployment of our Smart Meter/Smart
Grid installation program. In April and
October of 2010 GWP conducted two
successful pilot projects which included
the installation of 1,000 electric and
500 water meters as well as testing the
communication and data management
systems. GWP has installed approxi-
mately 28,000 electric meters and
6,500 water meters with installation
scheduled to increase to 7,000 meters
per month with all 120,000 meters
scheduled to be installed by fall 2011.

Our certified contractor, Utility
Partners of America (UPA), will be
performing the meter installations.
Before the installation of your smart
electric and/or water meter, you will
receive a letter and a postcard in the
mail advising you of the upcoming
installation. You will experience a
brief interruption in power and
water service. After the installation
of your smart meter is complete, the
installation technician will leave a door
hanger notifying you of the successful
installation. You will need to reset
some digital devices and run your tap
for about a minute to remove air from
your pipes. You also have the option
of scheduling an appointment by
calling UPA once you receive notifica-
tion that your meter will be changed.

Once the installation of all Smart Meters is complete, the immediate and long-term benefits you will receive include:
• Giving you the information you need to save energy, water and money
• The ability to detect leaks more quickly, which will save water and money while minimizing property damage.
• The convenience of remote utility service
• Providing options in the future to select new pricing plans and the ability to integrate “smart” appliances based on cost,

comfort and convenience.

Please be advised that in order to upgrade your old meter to a Smart Meter, UPA or GWP Contractors do not need to access the
inside of your home unless your meter is located inside your home. UPA contractors will knock on your door to advise you of the
meter change and access your meter on the side or behind your property similar to what our GWP meter readers do when read-
ing your meter. If your meter is located outside your home and you are approached by someone asking for access to the inside
of your home, please contact the Glendale Police Department by calling 911.Blower door test helps determine
