	1.	Firefighter 1/Firefighter 2 Roster Approval in ROSS
Glendale needs to enter these with Verdugo.  There are two or three other cities that need to give their information to Verdugo.  
Verdugo:  Deleting from CICCS or ROSS - We can only delete if they are gone.  We’ve kept them for historical purposes.  Do you want us to keep them?  Yes or No.  How long if yes?
Richey:  Is there a way to leave them in and hide them?
Christina:  I am not sure, I will ask.  (Christina will ask Don).
Malouf:  Do the people who retire but are still overhead active need to be in it?
Richey:  Chief Stone, any idea on records guideline to keep those records?
Stone:  I am looking up to see if there is anything.
Christina:  If someone transfers out of our system, we can delete them.  If we aren’t told if they’re active or not, we don’t know.
Beckman:  It would cause a problem if someone was in ROSS twice, correct?
Christina:  Yes.  If they’ve asked to transfer, then they are deleted out of our system.  Sometimes we are asked to delete them out so they can enter them in.
Stone: We’ll find out.

	1.	Review positions in the ROSS database and submit changes to VFCC
Are there any issues with the current date base that was sent out?

		*STEN Training task book, is it five (5) years to complete?
		*Yes.
		Stone:  There are some proposal changes coming:
		-CICCS Task Force met a couple of months ago and 219/234 will be addressed in
guidelines.  The other thing  is the task books.  Currently it is five (5) years and then you have to start over.  The proposal, if needed, you can extend one year to complete so it will allow a one year extension.  First assignment is with initiation of task book at the same time.  Quality assignments, they are going to redefine what is determined for a qualifying assignment.  Strike Team, qualified ENGB vs ENGB(T) they are going to identify that.  Looking at 3/2 combo – 3 qualified and 2 trainee’s to balance out.  They want to better define that.  REM right now has 2 people and is labeled as O in the system.  Proposal  to change the O  to an E for ordering purposes.  You can swap out people without worrying about everything (equipment) coming home.  Also, proposed to increase staffing to 4 person on the REM.   One member to be Single Resource qualified.  They want to make sure there’s a leadership piece and increase the equipment list for high angle rescue, not just low angle.  Not all 4 qualified as REMS,  but 2 must be; this is all a proposal.  Next meeting for the board is middle of July so it won’t be in effect for a while.

*STEN – group discussion as to the firing operations requirement for  strike team leaders and qualified vs non-qualified ENGB. Area C is having a hard time supporting.
Stone:  We are looking at getting your trainee’s out there to LA County.  Camp Pendleton has some training; looking at trying to get some information out there.
3 qualified/2 trainee – tentatively they have accepted this.

	2.	Enter qualified fallers into ROSS
		We are sending 10 of our people to faller – off duty.  Putting back in system 
		faller 3.  Faller 1 is CICCS approved.
		
 	3.	FEMP vs EMPF and FEMT vs EMTF
		We are state certified.
It looks like you will need L-180 class to become federal – Does CICCS want to do this?
L-180 class is the only difference we found for difference between federal and state certified.
L-180 is available on line.
As of now, Verdugo has removed all federal until notified.
Do we want to have a deadline for our members to have everyone complete L-180?
Do the Area C Chief’s want to add this?  Vet it through the Chief’s for approval?
Not sure if there is a cost involved?
After Area C approves, then we will bring to next CICCS meeting.  The other thing is to verify that it is only L-180 for the difference between federal and state for FEMP vs EMPF.
