2019 California IMT meeting update:
Vehicle Rentals:  Ong -  All single resources needing a rental vehicle for their assignment must have it authorized on their ROSS order.  Must include 4x4 for any line overhead.  Line supervision only will need ¾ ton.
Owings – If the ROSS order doesn’t have the correct vehicle class, contact Verdugo to correct the order.
Ong – Local governments can get rental vehicles from anywhere.  If you rent a vehicle, you have to return the vehicle back to the office you rented it from.  The incident won’t cover the return charges.
Owings – We made a contract with Enterprise vehicle rental which mirrors the CFAA contract.  Customer service works great with local agencies.
Ong – UTV training.  Once a month at Colton’s Honda Center, it is free for Firefighters because it is a train the trainer session.  They teach a lot of law enforcement, firefighters, etc.

Cerwin – With FFT1, will Melissa’s data base keep track of that with the new IROC?  I’m asking do we still need to keep track and what’s the purpose of it?
Owings – For the ROSS, yes as well as for IROC.  The reason is for ordering and reimbursement and for personnel swaps that may come into play.  
Brown – I thought everyone is tech spec.
Ong – On your reimbursement, tech spec is not on.  Your finance sends your GMR and they pay you an average.  They average between top step and bottom step.
Owings – The last email from Melissa indicates ROSS is mirroring County.  They added FFI/FFII/ENG BOSS.  To move personnel around, adding FFI and FF Engineer.  It’s purely a billing thing.
